This year Blaska Is a candidste
agein for ihe Democratic nomina-
tion for assembly, and reelection,
afler a first term which he eon-

Last session, for instance, four
of the five bills he introduced were
passed, although Demaocrats were
outnumbered threée to one. He was
an active member of the commit-
tee on agriculture.
